Renewable fuels for your stove

Burning renewable fuels in your woodburning stove is an environmentally sound and efficient way of heating

your home. Throughout its life a tree will consume more carbon dioxide than it emits when burning.

However it is important to only burn properly seasoned wood from a sustainably managed and certified source.

As wood contains a lot of moisture when freshly cut it should be well seasoned, ideally for two years. Burning without
seasoning for this length of time can damage stoves and their components. The best method of seasoning is to cut

to the desired length, split into logs and leave outside in a covered area in order for air to circulate and dry the logs

ready for burning.

Choosing the right stove for you

One of the key factors when choosing a stove is the correct heat output for the room, you can find a heat calculator
on our website just enter the size of the room and it will give you a kW heat output for that room.

All our stoves come finished in a high temperature metallic black paint as standard, with an option of five other colours
(see page 14).

There is a choice of coloured handles, satin black, satin stainless steel, satin gold or a wood handle which is offset
(see page 11) you may need a further 25mm in addition to the standard 75mm at the side of the stove to be able

to turn the door handle if the stove is in a deep recess opening.

All our stoves are Energy Efficiency Rated at either A or A+.

All our stoves are tested and approved independently and meet all the requirements of BS EN 13240:2001 and Scotland building
regulation 1999 part F. Our Quality Assurance System is compliant with the standard ISO 9001-2015. The system is assessed and
approved by BSI (British Standards Institute) and it is audited by BSI at the intervals laid down in the standard.

e The Avance has high level controllability with a fast response for high and low burn.

¢ Finished in a black metallic high temperature paint as standard with five other optional
colours available.

¢ The stoves have top and rear flue exits to fit a 5” (125mm) diameter flue pipe.

e If you require the rear flue exit for your installation please ask your stove dealer
to order the rear flue conversion kit foc at point of order.

e A solid fuel kit is available for both stoves for burning smokeless fuels as an extra
item and can be fitted at any time.

e Long and short leg option is only available for the 500 model.

¢ The heat output can vary between 3.5 and 7kW depending on weight and type
of wood being used.

Highlander 5 Enviroburn

The traditional styling of this stove has
meant that this has been one of our best
selling over the past 20 years. There are
two other styles of doors to choose from
which are the Solo and SG. The stoves
can take logs up to 25cm long. The grate
mechanism can be adjusted for burning
wood or other solid fuels. The Heat output
can vary from 3.5kWnto 6.5kW depending
on weight and type of fuel used.

this enables you to load the fire box with
larger sized logs of up to 46cm in length.

The heat output can vary between 5.5kW
and 9.5kW depending on weight

and type of fuel used.

The Avance 400 and 500 can be supplied with standard or short
bolt on log store, which is available as an extra item.

The store is large enough to hold a good supply

of logs for a long period of burning.

On the Avance 500 it can be fitted to either the short

or high leg stove. Levelling bolts are fitted to the

log store at each corner to assist on uneven floors.

The Avance 400 is only available in the high leg version.

Convector panels and heat shield

Since the initial launch of our Avance 500 stove over 4 years ago, we have designed the rear convector
panels and heat shield, which can be fitted directly onto the rear of the stove as an extra item.

This gives an extra 0.75 kW of convected heat from the two panels into the room.
The panels also act as a heat shield to combustibles at the rear of the stove, as long
as a double skinned insulated flue pipe is fitted directly onto the vertical flue spigot,
which needs to be square and not tapered fitting into the flue spigot of the stove.
The manufacturers of the twin wall insulated flue pipe must state the minimum
distance to combustibles of 80mm or less to be able to fit our stove up to the

wall with the heat shield kit fitted. You can also still fit our external direct air

kit taking out the knock outs at the bottom of the two panels.

Tested performance of heat shield panels with the convector heat shield panels fitted,
the minimum distance to combustible to the rear of stove is: 65mm
Max recorded temperature of the combustible rear wall: 36°C
Ambient room temperature: 24°C

Flue gas temperature on max over run output: 402°C
